· Morning:  Shopping Tour ambles up and down Ensenada’s colorful 6-block shopping district 

· Lunch:  non-touristy restaurant (probably Mariscos Bahia Ensenada, 207 Riverol Street), where we can enjoy a quick & delicious seafood lunch (1 hr 15 min). 

· Afternoon:  The VINEYARD TOUR and wine-tasting begins at 1:30 p.m. Meet at the lunch location downtown; a private bus takes us 25 miles NE of Ensenada to L.A. Cetto’s rolling vineyards in the Guadalupe Valley. We’ll tour the L.A. Cetto winery (started in 1926) and sample their wines. L.A. Cetto’s Cabernet Sauvignon has won 20 international awards, Cabernet Sauvignon Private Reserve gained 13 awards, and Zinfandel 6 awards. You may want to purchase a few bottles for your voyage south, where fine wines are not so easily found. The bus returns our group to downtown at 4:30 p.m
