Operations Manual
The Operations Manual (OP’s Manual) is well underway and sponsored by Passagemaker. 3.  Medical Emergencies at Sea – Preparing yourself and your boats’ medical kit, plus MedJetAssist contact information if you are interested purchasing their service.
