IMPORTANT NEW PROCEDURES FOR ENTERING MEXICO

We have recently learned that the Ensenada Officials prefer you to have your Temporary Import Permit prior to leaving San Diego. To get your advance permit, you need to complete the application on their website at www.banjercito.com.mx .  The website is in Spanish but the right corner box flashes in both English and Spanish.  It is the Application for Temporary Import Permit for Vehicles, Boats, and RV’s.  Click on this box and then you have a choice of English or Spanish.  Follow all the instructions carefully.  It takes 10 days for them to mail the permit to the address listed on the application, make sure that someone will be at that address to receive the permit and get it to you in sufficient time.  The FUBAR boats should complete this form now.  The form must be completed by the owner or licensed skipper.  The passport number of the person completing the form is required.  More information and assistance will be available at the seminar.

Yacht Sales Tax Reverted back to 90 days (California)
Effective July 1, 2007 the out-of-state delivery law changed back to 90 days from the 365 days.  You can read the regulation 1620 on the following website
